Chiawana, Richland remain

Andrew Vargas ran for
215 yards and six touch-
downs, and the Chiawana
Riverhawks manhandled
their city rivals Friday night
for a 49-0 win over the
Pasco Bulldogs in the Gravel

overall, 5-0 Mid-Columbia
Conference) barely budged
an inch on defense, giving
up just 27 yards on 20 car-
ries to the Bulldogs (0-7,
0-5) and 54 yards total.
Meanwhile, Chiawana bull-
dozed about the field for
236 yards on 31 rushes.
