As the Camas and Rich-
land football teams go
through their final prepa-
rations before Saturday
night’s Class 4A state cham-

pionship
game, this is
as good of a
time as any to
ask an expert
about facing
them.

with both teams this sea-
son, preferred not to give a

ship game.

He did, however, give a
hint — or perhaps a sledge-
hammer to the head — as
to which team he believes is
better.

“TI'd rather play Richland
again,” Kizer said.

He did not mean that as
a knock on the Bombers.
He just said Skyview had a
really bad day against the

Bombers, a lot of self-inflict-
ed stuff. Camas, though, isa
team with few, if any, flaws.
“The guy behind the cen-
ter is pretty good,” Kizer
said, referring to Camas
quarterback Jack Colletto.
“He might be the best quar-
terback/runner combo in
the state. Their line is great.

Of course through 13
weeks, the Bombers are
perfect, too.

“They’re huge and they’re
well-coached, too,” Kizer
said. “They react to stuff so
fast. They don’t have a real
standout guy, other than
that 74 (Brigham Whithy).
He’s freakin’ good. ... Their

The Papermakers trailed Sky-
view at halftime of their 4A Greater
St. Helens League game in Week 6,
then cruised in the second half for
a 31-9 victory.

Richland, on the other hand,

never trailed in a 35-7 victory over
Skyview in the semifinals.

From Camas’ perspective, per-
haps the Storm had a lot of miscues
because of the Bombers.

“Richland causes mistakes,”
Camas coach Jon Eagle said. “They
get a lot of turnovers because of
their style of play.”

The Bombers intercepted their
30th pass last week. That’s an aver-
age of more than two interceptions

per game. Colletto has thrown five
interceptions in 13 games.

“They are athletic at every posi-
tion,” Eagle said of the Bombers.
“They don’t get out of position,
which tells me they are very well
coached. They don’t overwhelm
you with their size. But their athlet-
icism jumps off the screen to me.”

If scores of those games against

They will hustle up to
the line of scrimmage, look
across the way to the op-
ponent, focus, prepare, and
once the ball is snapped, it
will be on.

The quarterback. The
running back. The wide
receivers. They get their
names called over the pub-
lic address system often.

Saturday night, though,
just like in the previous 13
games, the Camas football
team will only be success-
ful on offense by following
the lead of its linemen.

All of the Papermakers
have been on this long
journey, from spring foot-
ball, to summer practice,
to the regular season, and
through the playoffs. The
linemen have led this trek.

“I think we’re one of the
best O-lines to go through
Camas,” guard Marcus
Gray said. “We love each
other. We play as a team.”

Jordan Howes starts it
all, as the center snapping
the ball. Gray is the left
guard and JT Tumanu-
vao is the right guard.
Caleb Eldred is the right
tackle, leaving Dakota Na-
pierkowski in the marquee
position on the line at left
tackle.

The Papermakers aver-
aged 45.7 points per game,
scoring less than 30 points

“For us to do what we've
done this year ... I love it,”
Gray said.

The final journey of this
season will begin around 1
p.m. at Camas High School.
The student body and
community are planning a
send-off for the Papermak-
ers as they head north for
the Tacoma Dome. Camas
will take on Richland at
7:30 p.m. for the Class 4A
state championship.

The more important
journey for players and
coaches — this season, this
second berth to the cham-
pionship game in program
history — is about to come
to an end, as well.

“It’s what I've been
dreaming of, ever since
I was a freshman,” Gray

said.

That would have been
the fall of 2013, when
Chiawana of Pasco stunned
Camas with a final-minute
comeback for the ages.
This is a different team,
but for the seniors such
as Gray who remember
that game, this 2016 run
to the dome has a special
meaning.

“Itold (linebacker/run-
ning back) Michael Mat-
thews that night that we’d
be back in the dome,” said
Gray, who was a freshman
in 2013. “It came true. It’s
unbelievable.”

As far as this final trip,
not a whole lot of changes
in store. This is the 14th
consecutive season the
Papermakers have reached
the postseason. They have

had to play at least one play-
off game away from Camas
in eight of those seasons.

“We’ve been to the play-
offs. We've traveled. We do
what’s best for us,” Camas
coach Jon Eagle said.
“We're not doing anything
special for this game.”

“I've always believed our
state association does a
great job in championships
for all sports. Star Track.
Mat Classic. Tacoma Dome
for football,” Eagle said.

It will be a great experience
for our kids to be able to
drive by the Tacoma Dome
and say, ‘I played in there.’
It’s the ultimate.”

Papermakers ready to roll for title game

Richland notes

Richland reached the state semifinals last season. The Bombers have
advanced to state in four times in the past seven seasons. Richland ad-
vanced to the finals with playoff wins over Central Valley (37-0), Sunnyside
(41-0), Bothell (49-28) and Skyview. Richland has outscored opponents
by an average of 39-11 this season. The Bombers have four shutouts this
season. Richland’s top player is lineman Brigham Whitby. The 6-foot,
275-pound senior is the offensive lineman of the year and the defensive
player of the year In the Mid-Columbia Conference. The Bombers also have
Dontae Powell (6-5, 300) on the line. Last week, Richland used its ground
attack to gain an early lead, then used efficient passing to widen the lead.
RB Ben Stanfield rushed for 124 yards and 1 TD, while Parker McCary added
63 yards and 1 TD. Stanfield has rushed for 1,035 yards on the season and
11 TDs; McCary has 733 yards rushing and 14 TDs. QB Paxton Stevens has
passed for 2,711 yards and 36 TDs on the season, but was very efficient
last week against Skyview. He completed 6 of 11 passes for 164 yards,
an average of 27 yards a completion. Take away a -3-yard completion,
and the average jumps to 33 yards. He threw two passes for 59 yards to
Gaven Basker, both for 2 TDs. The Richland defense held Skyview to 67
yards rushing, holding the Storm to 16 rushing yards in first half. That put
the pressure on Skyview QB Brody Barnum, who attempted 47 passes
and threw for 242 yards, with 70 coming on Skyview's lone TD. Richland
intercepted two passes and recovered a fumble.

Camas notes

Camas is the 4A Greater St. Helens League champion. This is the
Papermakers’ seventh consecutive trip to state, the last five as a 4A team.
Camas reached the semifinals by beating Enumclaw (56-0), Graham-
Kapowsin (55-6), Skyline (28-14) and Sumner. Camas has outscored op-
ponents 46-13. Camas is led by senior QB Jack Colletto, the 4A Greater St.
Helens League offensive player of the year. Colletto has passed for 2,662
yards and 26 TDs. He has also rushed for 1,165 yards and 20 TDs. Cooper
McNatt is Camas’ top receiver with 47 catches for 899 yards and 9 TDs.
Drake Owen has 47 catches for 717 yards and 7 yards. He left last week's
game early after being injured on a premature hit while fielding a punt. He's
expected back this week. Linebacker Michael Matthews, a University of
Montana commit and the 4A GSHL co-defensive player of the year, leads
the defense. He also is the No. 1 running back, gaining 97 yards last week
and score three touchdowns, two rushing, one receiving. The Camas
defense played a semifinal game similar to Richland’s, holding Sumner to
56 rushing yards last week and intercepting three passes, including one
by Luke Bruno that was returned 5lyards for a touchdown. Richland and
Camas have three common opponents - Skyview, Sunnyside and Skyline.
Richland beat Skyview 35-7, Sunnyside 41-0 and Skyline 38-27. Camas beat
Skyview 31-9, Sunnyside 37-12 and Skyline 28-14.
